Why youth Basketball at LPC?

The Program

There will be two age groupings: grades 3-5 
(6:30-7:45) and grades 6-8 (7:30-845).
Games will consist of 6 periods, each 4 min-
utes long. Everyone will get equal playing 
time!

Practice and skill development will take place 
each week prior to game time for approxi-
mately 20 minutes.

After each game there will be Gatorade and a 
light snack along with a post-game meeting. 
Each week coaches will focus on various as-
pects of the game and sportsmanship by re-
ßecting on speciÞc game events. This is a 
great time of a " rmation and learning; fami-
lies are encouraged to attend with their 
player.

The devotional studies will be biblically 
based and focus around the phrase Ògive me 
The Rock!Ó 1 Corinthians 10:3-4 says, ÒThey 
all ate the same spiritual food and drank the 
same spiritual drink; for they drank from the 
spiritual rock that accompanied them, and 
that rock was Christ.Ó We will also seek to 
teach the qualities of leadership, service, 
teamwork, integrity, and Christ-like charac-
ter.
